The last year held great promise for Samerth. The Chhattisgarh programme
that is in its third year saw exceptionally rapid growth and progress in terms
of reaching out to tribal communities in the areas of accessing formal
education system and Self Help Group formation with women. Moreover, in
the desert of Kutch, the emerging situation of water scarcity, the central issue
is that of redefining water governance. Samerth continue to strengthen local
institutions that ensure equitable and sustainable use of water within
ecological confines. Institutional reforms and water conservation are pivotal
issues that need to be addressed in order to tide over the present and
emerging situation of water scarcity. In the urban set up of Ahmedabad,
Samerth continue to provide access to education to the children from 3-6
years through 'joyful means', reaching out to basti with mobile library,
forming peace clubs in schools and preparing women as bare foot lawyers.

Samerth
would continue to work with the bottom-most rung of our economy the
unreached tribals, the desperate Dalits, communities who have faced
gender, caste and religious based discrimination.
